Course Description

The purpose of this course is three-fold. The Mother of God and her role in the Catholic faith will be examined in light of her relationship to her Son as Theotokos. She will also be seen in her relation to the Church as Mother and Disciple of the Mystical Body of Christ. She will also be examined in light of her relationship to the individual believer through her example of faith and her Spiritual Motherhood. The class will also address the Church’s understanding of St. Joseph within  salvation history.
Course Goals

· To see the role of Mary in salvation history in Light of Sacred Scripture.
· To understand the Four Marian Dogmas in light of their Christological roots and their relationship to the lives of the individual believers and the whole Church.
· To understand religious devotion to Mary as a living relationship which allows us to grow closer to Jesus Christ.

· To see St. Joseph as the model of Catholic manhood as Spouse of Mary and Guardian of the Holy Family.
