· the one thousand five hundred and tenth year from Moses 
and the going forth of the people of Israel from Egypt;

· the one thousand and thirty-second year from David's being anointed king;

· in the sixty-fifth week according to the prophecy of Daniel;

· in the one hundred and ninety-fourth Olympiad;

· the seven hundred and fifty-second year from the foundation of the city of Rome;

· the forty second year of the reign of Octavian Augustus;

· the whole world being at peace,

· in the sixth age of the world,

· Jesus Christ the eternal God and Son of the eternal Father,
desiring to sanctify the world by his most merciful coming,
